 Thou, O Christ, art our God of exceeding praise Who didst establish our Holy Fathers as luminous stars 

upon earth, and through them didst guide us unto the true Faith, O most merciful One, glory to Thee. 
 
APOLYTIKION OF ST. GEORGE (TONE FOUR) 
As deliverer of captives and defender of the poor, healer of the infirm, champion of kings, 
victorious Great Martyr George intercede with Christ our God for our souls’ salvation. 
 

ORDINARY KONTAKION (TONE TWO) 
 O protection of Christians that cannot be put to shame, mediation unto the Creator most constant, O 

despise not the suppliant voices of those who have sinned; but be thou quick, O good one, to come unto 
our aid, who in faith cry unto thee: Hasten to intercession, and speed thou to make supplication, thou 

who dost ever protect, O Theotokos, them that honor thee.

Blessed are those whose iniquities are forgiven! 

The Reading from the Epistle of St. Paul to St. Titus. (3:8-15) 
Titus, my son, faithful is the saying, and concerning these things I desire you to affirm confidently, that 
those who have believed in God may be thoughtful of how to preside in honorable occupations. These 
things are good and profitable to men. But avoid foolish disputes, and genealogies, and contentions, and 
controversies about the Law; for they are unprofitable and vain. A man who is a heretic after the first and 
second admonition reject, knowing that such a one is subverted, and sins, being self-condemned. When I 
send Artemas to you, or Tychicós, give diligence to come to me to Nicopolis; for I have determined to 
winter there. Set forward Zenas the lawyer and Apollos on their journey diligently, that they may be 
lacking in nothing. And let our people also learn how to preside in honorable occupations, so as to help 
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in cases of urgent need, that they should not be unfruitful. All who are with me salute you. Salute those 
who love us in the faith. Grace be with you all. Amen.

The Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Matthew. (5:14-19) 
 The Lord said to His Disciples: “You are the light of the world. A city set on a hill cannot be hid. Nor do 
men light a lamp and put it under a bushel, but on a stand, and it gives light to all in the house. Let your 
light so shine before men, that they may see your good works and give glory to your Father Who is in 
heaven. Think not that I have come to abolish the law and the prophets; I have come not to abolish 
them, but to fulfill them. For truly, I say to you, until heaven and earth pass away, not an iota, not a dot, 
will pass from the law until all is accomplished. Whoever then relaxes one of the least of these 
commandments, and teaches men so, shall be called least in the kingdom of heaven; but he who does 
them and teaches them shall be called great in the kingdom of heaven.”
